ICS 280. Selected Topics in Intercultural Studies. 0 to 4 Hours.
Selected topics in Intercultural Studies at the introductory or intermediate
level.

ICS 470. Independent Study. 1 to 4 Hours.
A course in which the student pursues independently, under the guidance
of a member of the department, a specific topic of interest.

ICS 475. Presidential Scholarship. 1 to 15 Hours.

Selected by the President of the college, the recipient(s), known as

the Presidential International Scholar and Presidential Global Studies
Scholar(s), is/are expected to plan a program of research and experience
in the developing world. This special opportunity is intended to expose
students to diverse world cultures and some of the problems which define
the contemporary world. Instructor permission required.

ICS 480. Advanced Topics in Intercultural Studies. 0 to 4 Hours.
Selected topics in Intercultural Studies at the advanced level.

ICS 500. Honors Course. 3 Hours.

At the discretion of the faculty, students may undertake a six-hour
independent course of study in the senior year in order to broaden their
educational experience within their major area of study. Students must
meet specific GPA standards and arrange a faculty sponsor. The honors
course criteria are outlined in the Academic Honors portion of the catalog.
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
